WHEN THE WORLD TIGHTENS ECONOMICALLY, CULTURALLY, AND

AFTER WORLD WAR II, DESIGN SHIFTED AWAY FROM DECORATION

TOWARD PRACTICALITY AND MATERIALITY. BY THE LATE 1970S, ECONOMIC

PRESSURES CAUSED THE STYLE TO RETURN, AS BRUTALIST ARCHITECTURE

EMPHASIZED RAW SURFACES AND EXPOSED STRUCTURES. 

TODAY, A SIMILAR INSTINCT IS EMERGING. DESIGNERS ARE NO LONGER

ADDING DETAIL; THEY ARE REFINING. WHAT WAS ONCE HIDDEN IS NOW

BEING BROUGHT FORWARD.

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CONSTRUCTION DEFINES EACH PRODUCT. FRAMES AND EXPOSED
JOINERY COME INTO FOCUS RATHER THAN BEING HIDDEN.

STAINLESS STEEL, ALUMINUM, AND CONCRETE INTRODUCE AN
INDUSTRIAL CHARACTER, MOVING AWAY FROM SURFACE FINISHES
AND REVEALING HOW EACH PIECE IS BUILT.

FUNCTION AND DURABILITY ARE NOW VISIBLE, NOT JUST IMPLIED.

A SENSE OF CONTROL RUNS THROUGH EACH PRODUCT. WHETHER
MINIMAL OR MORE EXPRESSIVE, THE DESIGN FEELS PURPOSEFUL,
WITH EVERY ELEMENT CONTRIBUTING TO ITS PERFORMANCE.

STYLING RECEDES AS MATERIAL LEADS.

MATTE FINISHES AND SHARP EDGES DEFINE EACH PIECE, WITH
PROPORTIONS THAT FEEL PRECISE. UTILITY TAKES PRECEDENCE,
WITH EVEN SMALL PIECES CARRYING PERMANENCE.

DECORATION FALLS AWAY. WHAT REMAINS IS AN
UNCOMPROMISING BALANCE AND SOLID MATERIALITY.

IN FALL/WINTER 2026, TAILORING TAKES A SHARPER STANCE.
SHOULDERS ARE EMPHASIZED, WAISTS ARE CINCHED, AND
SILHOUETTES MAINTAIN A CONTROLLED HOURGLASS. 
A SENSE OF PROTECTION IS WOVEN INTO EACH LINE. 

EVERY DESIGN FEELS DELIBERATE, HIGHLIGHTING
STRUCTURE THROUGH PRECISION.

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ATTENTION TURNS TO DETAILS, WITH SEAMS EXPOSED, LAYERS

RATHER THAN CONCEALING THEM. 

A CONTRAST EXISTS BETWEEN RAWNESS AND REFINEMENT,
GIVING EACH GARMENT ITS DISTINCT EDGE.
